PARISH HEALTH MINISTRY 
This week SJN will hold community Reconciliation 
service.  As I reflect on my own sinfulness, I’ve come 
to notice that we, faithful Catholics, hold on to guilt 
even after we have come to terms with our sins, have 
asked for forgiveness, and participated in the sacra-
ment of reconciliation.  Why is it that we can feel 
guilty for years over something we  did or possibly 
did?  We blame ourselves and obsess over this guilt 
which keeps us from truly acknowledging & accepting 
God’s amazing grace.  
The Bible offers us wonderful passages of God’s en-
during love and forgiveness.  Such stories as those of 
the prodigal son, the adulterous woman, and the 
“good” thief on the cross come to mind.  Over & over 
again we are assured that God is forgiving & that all 
we need to do is come to Him with a remorseful heart 
and we will be washed clean from our failures.  
The sacraments continue to offer us avenues to con-
nect with our Savior , inviting us to move away from 
this world’s and our own sinfulness.  The problem is 
that we can’t imagine or accept that God could forgive 
us for these past transgressions.  We doubt the gener-
osity of His love. 
Here are just a few scripture passages to reflect on 
God’s enduring forgiveness: 
 
Psalms 32:1-6; 51; 106:1-12.   Numbers 21:7-8; Mat-
thew 6:9-15; 9:1-7; 26:26-28; Luke 17:3-4; 23:34; 
John 20:21-23; Romans 6:1-5; 8:1;
