When a tragedy strikes our community, as it did 
last weekend, it becomes clear that no one truly 
escapes the touch of that tragedy. 
Stress becomes an overwhelming emotion and 
takes on many forms.  This past week has been a 
challenging time for all of us.  Our first concerns 
were quite basic– keeping our loved ones safe, 
knowing where each one was & when they would 
return home.  Protecting our property and that of 
our neighbors followed.  We have all been on a 
heighten awareness of anything outside of the 
norm for our neighborhood.  As the reality of this 
loss becomes clearer to each of us we may ex-
perience an unpredictable grief.  Be patient and 
allow yourself to experience the emotions.  Be 
careful not to get caught up in negativity that can 
sometimes come with grief.  Seek the support of 
a friend, a counselor or clergy who will allow you 
to express your emotions.  Allow this tragedy to 
cultivate your hope.  Rekindle your will and pur-
pose by reviewing what you have in your life that 
gives you meaning & purpose, Appreciating all 
that is.  Know that the PHM is available to walk 
with you as you process this tragic loss.
